be accepted to attend an accredited two or four-year college or university within the state of South Carolina

as a full-time student.

e be planning to pursue a career in education as a teacher, administrator, counselor, speech therapist,
school nurse, curriculum specialist or school social worker.

e present evidence of possessing leadership qualities.

Required Appliéation Documents

To be considered as a candidate for the scholarship, the documents listed below MUST BE included as
part of the application packet. These documents are used to determine each applicant’s rating/score
toward receiving the scholarship. Each document not included will lower the applicant’s
rating/score.
e Application Form
e A short essay consisting of 200-300 words, type-written, double spaced, 12 point-font on the topic, “My
Choice for a Career in Education”.
e Two sealed letters of recommendation: one from a teacher and one from a guidance counselor
e A transcript of high school performance reflecting: grades, SAT or ACT scores, and class rank (rank in
class should be for the end of the first semester of the senior year).
e  Acceptance letter from one two-year or four-year college or university you plan to attend.
